Vice Chancellors' Gold Medal 

Rules for the award of "Vice Chancellor's Gold Medal" to the Under Graduate students of 
various faculties of Anand Agricultural University, Anand. 

1. The Medal shall be called " Vice Chancellor's Gold Medal " . 

2. Each medal shall be prepared from 10 g. weight of 18 carat gold. The total cost of gold 

& other charges for the medal shall be incurred from the University fund. 

3.. 	 The medal shall be awarded to the best Under-graduate students of each faculties of 

Arland Agricultural University, Anand. 

4. The award shall be declared at the time of Annual Convocation by the Board of 

Management on recommendation of the Academic Council. 

5. The award shall be made to a Under Graduate student of all the faculties whose overall 

performance in study (0.G.PA) up to the final semester of degree course examination 

and extra curricular activities like Sports, N.C.C., N.S.S., Essay, Debate, Cultural, 

Adventure activities etc. carried out by the university during his study (as per 

Annexure) are judged to be the best at the Under Graduate level. 

6. The assessment committee of the Registrar, Director of Students' Welfare and Dean of 

concern faculty will consider the cases of not more than first Five highest (0.G.P.A) 

marks scoring students in each faculty and shall submit the list of such candidates with 

full data to the Experts' Committee. 

7. The Vice Chancellor will appoint two persons as a member of. Experts' Committee. The 

Registrar will act as a Member Secretary of the committee. The committee of experts 

sh.111 judge the comparalive merits of the candidates of all the faculties and shall select 

the best among them in each faculty. 

8. A student shall not be eligible for the award .of the medal if he / she (i) having less than 

7.00 (0.G.P.A) grade point or got (Fail) or 'US' or 'I' grade at any time in any course (ii) 

dropped the (Barring withdrawal) course as regular student (iii) left the course incomplete 

or (iv) was on conduct probation for his / her misconduct / misbehavior during any 

semester of Under Graduate course. 

9. The decision of the Board of Management in the matter of award of Medal shall be final. 

10. In case of tie, the student with higher OGPA should be considered.
