Rules for the award of "Chancellor’s Gold Medal"
to the Post Graduate students of SAU’s for Master degree

10.

The Medal shall be called "Chancellor's Gold Medal."

The medal shall be prepared from 15 gm. weight of 18 carat gold. The total cost of
gold & other charges for the medal shall be incurred from the University fund.

The Medal shall be awarded at the Annual Convocation after approval of Board of
Management on recommendation of the Academic Council.

There shall be Two Chancellor’s Gold Medal for Master degree; One for Agriculture
faculty and One for other than Agriculture faculties based on academic excellence,
quality of research work, other research related activity and sport activities (As per
Appendix-II).

Dean of each faculty will formulate the Scrutiny Committee at faculty level and the
best three cases of each discipline selected on the basis of academic performance and
will be evaluated on the basis of prescribed Proforma of the Medal (As per
Appendix-IT).

On the basis of the Scrutiny Committee report, first two cases of each faculty will be
submitted to the Director of Research and Dean, Faculty of P.G. studies for further
evaluation.

Two Experts Committees; one for Agriculture Faculty and one for other than
Agriculture faculty consisting of (A) Vice Chancellor- Chairman (B) Expert
(Nominated by Vice Chancellor) (C) Director of Research & Dean, P.G.-Member
Secretary, Anand Agricultural University shall decide the awardee for the Gold
Medal and the decision of the committee shall be final.

A student shall not be eligible for the award of the medal if he/she (i) has secured
less than 7.00 OGPA or secures ‘F’ (Fail) or ‘US’ or ‘I’ grade at any tinﬁe in any
course (ii) Dropped (Barring withdrawal) the course as a regular student (iii) left the
course incomplete (iv) was on conduct probation for his/her misconduct/misbehavior
etc. up to the end of Master degree examination.

In case of tie, the higher OGPA of previous degree shall be considered by the Expert
Committee.

The decision of the Board of Management in the matter of the award of the medal

shall be final.
