2: Objective:

3: Criterion for the award of merit Scholarship

3.1 Sheth Dosabhai Maganlal Merit Scholarship shall be annvally awarded to
economically poor meritorious Diploma students of Sheth D, M. Polytechnic in Horticulture,
Model farm, Vadodara, Anand Agricultural University.

32  Merit Scholarship shall be awarded to the 03 (three) students i.e 1%, 3¢and 5% sem.
every year in a manner given below to Introducefthey‘iele'ment‘of?academic competition.

i The family income of the student should not exceed RS. 8.00 lakh per year
and fresh certificate from the competent authority (Mamlatdar/TDO) as
proof of income should be produced.

2. The candidate will be selected on the: merit basis from among eligible
candidates (family income less than 8.0 lakh) which will be decided as below.

i For the first academic year of study, the mefit will be decided on the - - -

ii. For the second and third academic year, the merit will be decided on
the basis of 3" and 5th semester CGPA/percentage respectively.

iii.  Eligibility of the student for award of scholarship shall be based on
CGPA. Candidates securing less than 6.00/10.00 shall not be eligible
for the scholarship. In case when more than one candidate securing
equal CGPA the weightage should be given to OGPA of respective
year.

3.3 Following committee shall decide the-awardee for the “Sheth Dosabhai

Maganlal Merit Scholarship for Economical Backward Class” scholarship. The decision of the

committee shall be final,
