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THE SCHEME FOR THE AWARD OF THE FELLOWSHIP TO UNDERGRADUATE
STUDENTS IN VARIOUS FACULTIES OF ANAND AGRICULTURAL UNIVERSITY.

Introduction:

The Anand Agricultural University is committed to the task of development of
Agriculture through teaching, research and extension education activities in Gujarat State. The
rural development of Agriculture Sector heavily depends on the development of rural and their
contribution for it. Since its establishment, the University has been receiving in general large
number of students for admission in all the faculties. To attract the bright meritorious students
to take admission in various Under-Graduate faculties of this University, it has become
necessary to award fellowships to them, so that on completion of their studies they can join the
University as well as government sector and help in the rural development of Agriculture
Sector. Major works of certain agricultural operations, livestock management, nursery, home
management etc are performed under their supervision hence it is necessary to encourage

students to join studies in agricultural and allied courses.
Objective:

To attract bright students to seek admission in all the faculties and after completion of their
studies they can join the University and government sector and help in the rural development

thereby improving Agricultural Productivity of the State.

Agriculture is an important sector contributing to the development of the country as it is an
important occupation of the majority of the people. To attract the talented candidates to various
faculties of the university it is necessary that provision of financial assistance is made
especially for the candidates hailing from the rural areas of the state. Therefore, it is proposed
that 10% of admitted students in first year in each college of Anand Agricultural University

Rs.1500/- p.m. fellowship on merit basis may be instituted.

Criterion for the award of merit Fellowship:

The University shall annually award merit Fellowship to meritorious students in various

Under-Graduate faculties.

Every year 10% of admitted students in first year in each College of Anand Agricultural
University shall be awarded fellowship in a manner given below to introduce the element of

academic competition.
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In first year of study (12 Months or less duration) of each college the merit fellowship shall be
awarded on merit basis considered for the admission in respective college i.e. marks obtained
in Gujarat Higher Secondary School Certificate Examination (GHSCE)/ Other Statutory Board
and GUJCET / JEE as the case may be, to the 10 % of students admitted in first year.

From second year (12 months for each year of study or less duration) onwards the fellowship

shall be awarded on merit basis of previous year's/annual board's performance.

The eligibility of the student in first year shall be 60% marks in aggregate in Science stream of
Higher Secondary School Certificate examination in all the faculties of the university. From

second year/annual board onwards the eligibility of the student for award of fellowship shall be
6.500/10.00 OGPA.

The Committee consisting of Registrar, Director of Students' Welfare and Dean of the faculty

will select the candidate for Fellowship on merit basis by following appropriate procedure.

The value of Fellowship will be Rs.1500/- p.m. for all the faculties.

The duration of the Fellowship will be as per the duration (on total period) of graduation

including semester end brakes and vacation.

The Fellowship will be paid to the selected candidate twice in a year by the Principal of the

College on the production of progress certificate.

The awardee under this scheme will not be allowed to receive any other regular F ellowship,
assistance. In case the awardee is in receipt of any such assistance, the same must be surrender
and the benefit of the fellowship will be given only from the month of surrender of such
Fellowship. The awardee would however be permitted to enjoy free concession, if any awarded

by the college where he/she is studying.

If an awardee is placed on conduct probation and/or fails to meet prescribed attendance in a

particular semester the fellowship shall be ceased.

Payment of fellowship:

The payment of fellowship to an awardee will start from the date of joining the college.
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
